People go to great pains to grow it and keep 

it green.  They begin each spring by fertilizing grass 

to make sure it grows, and poisoning any other 

plants that crop up in the lawn.” 

When the spring rains and cool weather 

make the grass grow, you’d think that it would 

make them happy, but instead they moan and 

groan because they have to mow it, forgetting that 

the reason they fertilized it in the first place was to 

get it to grow.  Quite often it grows back almost as 

fast as they cut it. 

 Many people take it a step further and rake 

up the grass and put it in bags. 

So why do people go to all of the trouble to 

get rid of all of His flowers and plants, that take no 

effort to grow, and replace them with grass that we 

have to work constantly on by mowing and raking 

it, only to throw away the clippings that would 

make natural fertilizer for their lawn?    

The sad part here is that it doesn’t stop 

there.  They will then take the grass that they have 

raked up and put it in bags, and if they don’t have 

a place to dump it, they have to get someone to haul 

it off, quite often paying to get it done. 

Now we would think that it would end here, 

but the madness continues.   

As the summer heat increases, out come the 

sprinkler systems and water hoses to keep the grass 

from dying.  Thousands of dollars are invested each 

year to keep lawns watered and looking green so 

that they can complain about having to mow again.  

Some people even hire someone else to cut the grass 

for them and then complain because it is costing 

them a fortune to keep their lawn mowed.   

Something else that we should consider is this.  God 

created trees, not only to provide oxygen and shade, 

but in the fall when the trees drop their leaves, we 

have natural mulch.  The sad thing is that most 

people take this natural mulch, rake it up, bag it, 

and get rid of it.  After they get rid of all this won-

derful natural compost, they go out and buy mulch 

and compost at the local garden center, which 

mainly comes from trees that are harvested.   

Leaves that pile up around bushes and in flower 

beds are a great insulating blanket against the cold 

in winter, but yet we take it all away and instead 

pay money to buy things to cover our plants. 

Sounds silly doesn’t it, but it happens all around us, 

and it’s definitely something we should all think 

about.

We constantly battle dandelions, Queen Anne’s 

lace, thistle, violets, chicory and clover that thrive 

naturally, so we can grow grass that must be 

nursed through an annual four-step chemical de-

pendency. 

Can you imagine what our Creator thinks 

when He sees us doing all of this? 

He’s probably wondering why we try so 

hard to kill all of the dandelions, violets, thistle and 

other plants that He created long ago.  Those plants 

grow in any type of soil, withstand drought and 

multiply with ease. They contain nectar from the 

long-lasting blossoms that attract butterflies, honey 

bees and flocks of songbirds.  Instead of seeing a 

vast garden of colors, all He sees are green rectan-

gles in assorted sizes.” 

People started calling His flowers ‘weeds’ 

and went to great extent to kill them and replace 

them with grass which is very temperamental with 

the changing temperatures.  Grass doesn’t attract 

butterflies, bees, or even many birds, but instead it 

attracts grubs, sod worms and the moles that feed 

on them.

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     This is an article that has circulated on the internet and has been sent to me several times.  I thought I 

would share it with some of you who may not have seen it before.  It’s rather interesting reading.  It was ap-

parently written sometime in the 1970’s. 
 

 

NASA PROVES GOD’S WORD 
 

For all you scientists out there and for the students who have a hard time convincing these people regarding 

the truth of the Bible…..here’s something that shows God’s awesome creation and shows that He is still in control. 

Did you know that the space program is busy proving that what has been called “myth” in the Bible is true?  

Mr. Harold Hill, President of the Curtis Engine Company in Baltimore, Maryland, and a consultant in the space 

program, relates the following development.  I think one of the most amazing things that God has for us today hap-

pened recently to our astronauts and space scientists at Green Belt, Maryland. 

They were checking the position of the sun, moon and planets out in space where they would be 100 years 

from now.  We have to know this so we don’t send a satellite up and have it bump into something later on its orbits 

in terms of the life of the satellite, and where the planets will be so the whole thing will not bog down. 

Finally, a Christian man on the team said, “You know, one time I was in Sunday School and they talked 

about the sun standing still.”  While they didn’t believe him, they didn’t have an answer either, so they said, “Show 

us.”  He got a Bible and went back to the book of Joshua where they found a pretty ridiculous statement for anyone 

with “common sense”.  There they found the Lord saying to Joshua. “Fear them not, I have delivered them into thy 

hands; there shall not a man of them stand before thee.”  Joshua was concerned because he was surrounded by the 

enemy and if darkness fell they would overpower them.  So Joshua asked the Lord to make the sun stand still!  

That’s right—“The sun stood still and the moon stayed—and hastened not to go down about a whole day!  The as-

tronauts and scientists said, “There is the missing day!”  They checked the computers going back into the time it 

was written and found it was close but not close enough.  The elapsed time that was missing back in Joshua’s day 

was 23 hours and 20 minutes—not a whole day.  They read the Bible and there it was “about (approximately) a 

day.”  These little words in the Bible are important, but they were still in trouble because if you cannot account for 

40 minutes you’ll still be in trouble 1000 years from now. 

Forty minutes had to be found because it can be multiplied many times over in orbits.  As the Christian em-

ployee thought about it, he remembered somewhere in the Bible where it said the sun went BACKWARDS.  The 

scientists told him he was out of his mind, but they got out the Book and read these words in 2 Kings. 

 

Hezekiah, on his deathbed, was visited by the prophet Isaiah who told him that he was not going to die.  

Hezekiah asked for a sign as proof.  Isaiah said, “Do you want the sun to ahead ten degrees?”  Hezekiah said, “It is 

nothing for the sun to go ahead 10 degrees, but let the shadow return backwards 10 degrees…”  Isaiah spoke to the 

Lord and the Lord brought the shadow ten degrees BACKWARD!  Ten degrees is exactly 40 minutes! 

Twenty three hours and 20 minutes in Joshua 10:12-, plus 40 minutes in 2 Kings 20:9-11, make the missing 

day in the universe! 
 

Joshua 10:12-14  12Then Joshua spoke to the LORD in the day when the LORD delivered up the Amorites 

before the children of Israel, and he said in the sight of Israel: 

    “Sun, stand still over Gibeon; 

    And Moon, in the Valley of Aijalon.” 
13    So the sun stood still, 

    And the moon stopped, 

    Till the people had revenge

(Continued from Page 6)  We stayed there for quite a while 

just watching the water as it pushed up out of the earth.  We 

couldn’t get over how clear it was. 

     As we were looking at the Spring, I noticed a tepee (left) 

(the correct spelling is tepe) sitting on the 

hill. As I walked towards it I noticed a 

sign (right) that spoke about the Chero-

kee Indians who had been uprooted from 

the Echota Valley in Georgia and had 

been forced to march all the way to Okla-

homa.  On their march, they camped at the Blue Spring for 

several days waiting on some of their people to catch up with 

them.  This march was done, from what I understood, mostly 

in the winter and only 7000 survived of the 13000 that began 

the trip.  If you are ever traveling down around Eureka Springs, check out the Blue Spring. It’s worth the drive.
