ñChris called me and said he had a terrible tooth ache and 

that it would be a month before he could see a dentist.  He 

called me later on and said that after he had talked with 

me, his tooth quit hurting and didn't hurt again until right 

before he went to the dentist.  He said that they actually 

broke his jaw while trying to pull his tooth, but the break 

didn't hurt as bad as the tooth did.  Chris has now been 

transferred to the honor side of the prison.  Instead of being 

locked down 23hrs a day with 1 hour of out time, his cell 

door is open all the time.  He can now also receive book-

lets and CD's.  God touched the mind of a different prison 

doctor who took a look at Chris's heart and chose to send 

him to have stints put in.  Now Chris is feeling better then 

he has in a long time and is now working out again and 

running 2-3 miles a day.

In the past few years, I have seen 

several of Godôs children walk away from their jobs to 

attend Godôs Feasts, putting their faith and trust in God 

that He would protect their jobs or find them some-

thing better.  In each case, He has done just that.   

 We cannot serve the world and serve God at 

the same time.

      As the Fall Feasts of God fast approach, many 

of Godôs children will find themselves being bom-

barded with problems and trials that can and will 

quite often be enough to cause them to reconsider at-

tending Godôs Feasts.   

 Keep in mind that this is exactly what Satan 

wants us to think, and it is his intention to do every-

thing within his power to keep you away from attend-

ing any of these wonderful Feasts of God.  

 At the same time, keep in mind that itôs not 

always Satanôs fault. Quite often it is our own fault, 

because we didnôt put back the second tithe that is 

commanded by God to cover attendance at the Feast, 

or in some cases people just donôt understand the im-

portance or the need for these Feasts.   

      Every year at this time I watch so many things 

begin to happen, such as people getting sick, vehicles 

breaking down, problems arising at home, or at work, 

and these are just a few of the things that some are 

faced with.   

 I have found that many people will actually 

look for an excuse or a way to get out of attending the 

Feasts of God.  I also understand that in some cases, 

the reasons for not attending are understandable.   

 Letôs take a look at some of the excuses that 

people have used in the past.  

 1. ñI have to take care of our pets.ò  Yes, 

you are responsible for your pets.  We also have pets, 

but we have always been able to find someone to take 

care of them while we are gone.  

 2. ñI canôt take off work,ò or ñMy boss 

wonôt let me off.ò  This is the one we hear the most.

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(Continued from Page 3) Iôve already said and that is 

not my intention and I am by no means judging anyone. 

What you decide to do is between you and God. My 

real intention is to get us all to realize the importance of 

Godôs Feasts to us in walking with God.  There very 

well may come a day when none of us will be able to 

attend in large groups and we will be forced to meet 

together in smaller groups or not at all.  This is why it 

is so important that we donôt just toss aside this great 

opportunity that we have now to attend.   

 This is why I brought up the word ñsacrifice.ò  I 

donôt think any of us could honestly say that weôve 

never wasted money or resources we had control of.  

Iôm guilty of it.  When we desire something bad 

enough, most times weôll do whatever it takes to get it, 

even if it is wasteful.  

 I have had people tell me that they canôt afford 

to buy food or gas for their car, but they can afford to 

pay $50 dollars or more a month to have cable TV.   

 I have also talked with people my whole life 

that have told me they canôt afford to pay their utility 

bills, while at the same time the smoke from their ciga-

rette was burning my eyes.      

 I heard a speaker say one time, ñLetôs break this 

down to the ridiculous.ò  

 Again, I am not picking on anyone.  I am just 

trying to get the point across that we can all make sacri-

fices if we choose too. 

 I read some time ago that the average cable bill 

was $70 because many people have the movie package 

or sports packages attached.  If they got rid of the cable, 

they could set aside $840 a year to apply towards going 

to the Feast.  This amount could be more or less de-

pending on the cable package a person has.   

 I was also looking at the cost of cigarettes the 

other day and the cheapest pack I saw was $2.75 a 

pack.  If a person smoking, letôs say on average, one 

pack a day, would quit, they could save approximately 

$1000 dollars or more a year.   

 What if we cut back on junk food and snacks 

for the year and put that money aside for the Feast?   

 There are so many other sacrifices that can be 

made in our lives throughout the year if we just make 

up our mind to want to attend a Feast site.  Again, the 

key thing that we have to do is make up our minds that 

nothing will keep us from attending Godôs Feasts.  

 I have known brethren in the past, with a small 

amount of money in their pockets, who have stepped 

out in faith and have driven to a Feast site believing 

God to take care of them.  The result was always that 

they had a wonderfully blessed Feast.  Iôve never seen  

anyone left hungry or without a place to stay at one of 

Godôs Feast sites.  Again, it might mean that you have to 

make some sacrifices which might mean sleeping on the 

floor or on a couch with another Church family, but the 

important thing is that you are at the Feast.  

 4. My spouse or family doesnôt want me to go.  

Our obedience to God has to come before our family.  

 Matthew 10:37 ñHe that loveth father or 

mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he  

that loveth son or daughter more than me is not wor-

thy of me.ò  
 1 Corinthians 7:14 ñFor the unbelieving hus-

band is sanctified by the wife, and the unbelieving 

wife is sanctified by the husband: else were your chil-

dren unclean; but now are they holy.ò 

 Matthew 19:29 ñAnd every one that hath for-

saken houses, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or 

mother, or wife, or children, or lands, for my name's 

sake, shall receive an hundredfold, and shall inherit 

everlasting life.ò 
 God promises that through our obedience to 

Him, He will bless us.  What more could we ask for?  

 There are many other excuses that we could go 

through, but I think the point has been made.  There are 

a few reasons that are considered to be excusable & un-

derstandable. 

 5. Because of our age we cannot drive and live 

to far from anyone else to get a ride, or our health 

has left us unable to travel.   

 Because many of the brethren are so scattered, 

many arenôt even able to attend Sabbath Services be-

cause there arenôt any close to them and they live to far 

away from other brethren to get a ride.  Often times too, 

health conditions can prevent safe travel.  The health 

conditions Iôm speaking of here are the physically de-

bilitating illnesses or injuries.  If this is the case, then 

you need to check around and see if you can find a ser-

vice that is being broadcast by video or audio.  If this 

isnôt possible, then see about getting some DVDôs to 

watch each day or some CDôs to listen to, but at least 

keep the Feast.     

 If you have made up your mind to go to the 

Feasts, then donôt let anything, or anyone steal that away 

from you.  Put your faith in God and go on that faith 

trusting in Him to help provide the way.  If finances are 

keeping you from going, then go to the elders of your 

church and ask them for assistance.  I have always seen 

such a pouring out of love from Godôs people when it 

comes to giving that itôs just overwhelming.  Do every-

thing you can to make it to the Feasts and spend time 

with Godôs wonderful family. END
