Is God a Trinity? 
By Tom Shadoin 

As Church of God members, most of us know that 

we do not accept or believe the prevailing teaching of the 

Protestant and Catholic churches concerning the Trinity.  

I'm not sure, however, that we all realize how controversial

- and HERETICAL- our rejection of that doctrine is to 

them.  Before we go further, let me define exactly what the 

doctrine of the Trinity is.  

To summarize, we believe- we know- according to 

scripture, that the Godhead, ie., the FAMILY of God, con-

sists of TWO Beings- God the Father and God the Son, or, 

of course, our Beloved Savior, Jesus Christ.  Our Protestant 

and Catholic friends, however, believe a THIRD member 

of the Trinity exists and exists AS A PERSON, namely the 

Holy Spirit.  We as Church of God members know and un-

derstand that indeed there IS a Holy Spirit, but that IT (not 

he) is a force or essence that PROCEEDS from the God-

head, but it is NOT a person. 

Again I want to emphasize how controversial- how 

heretical- our belief is considered to be.  But, brethren, we 

have to stand our ground on this one and draw a line in the 

sand, if not in the concrete, as far as this teaching goes.  

Why do I say that?  Because, it is a fact and the truth of 

scripture to wrongly believe in three Gods.  It violates the 

First Commandment.  

Exodus 20:1-3: ñAnd God spoke all these words, 

saying: I am the Lord your God, who brought you out of 

the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. You shall 

have no other gods before Me.ò  

If a THIRD, "God" is ADDED to the Godhead, 

then it seems clear that this is putting another FALSE God 

before the true God, the Father and Jesus Christ.   

The Hebrew word "God" used in the Bible is often 

translated Elohim, for example in Genesis 1, ñElohimò is 

what we call in English a uniplural noun; one word consist-

ing of many members.  In this case, it describes ONE God-

head, or God family with TWO members, the Father and 

the Son.  Hence we see in Genesis 1:26 God saying: 

Genesis 1:26: ñThen God said, "Let Us make man 

in Our image, according to Our likeness"...ò 

Again, the uniplural noun here, Elohim, designates 

one member of the God family speaking to another. 

            Another example of a uniplural noun is the English 

word team- one team consisting of several members as in 

the five members of (one) basketball team. We see another 

reference to one of the God members in John 1:1: 

John 1:1-3: ñIn the beginning was the Word, and 

the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  He 

was in the beginning with God.  All things were made 

through Him, and without Him nothing was made that 

was made.ò

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(Continued from Page 3.) Savior, we see that CLEARLY it 

was He, one of the members of the Godhead that was doing 

the creating we see in the above reference in Genesis 1.  The 

creating, true enough, may have been done BY or 

THROUGH the Holy Spirit of God, but we do not see the 

Holy Spirit acting INDEPENDENTLY of God.  Interest-

ingly too, we can see scriptures where the Holy Spirit, in 

addition to being called the Spirit of God, is also called the 

Spirit of Christ.  

Romans 8:9: ñBut you are not in the flesh but in 

the spirit, if indeed, the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now 

if anyone does not have the spirit of Christ, he is not 

His.ò 

1 Peter1:11: ñsearching what, or what manner of 

time the spirit of Christ which was in them did signify, 

when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and 

the glory that should follow.ò 

It seems to lend credence to the idea that the Holy 

Spirit is a force or essence and not a person since in the 

above scriptures it is referred to as BOTH the Spirit of 

Christ AND the Spirit of God.  In addition, an INTEREST-

ING piece of evidence to support the Holy Spirit being a 

force or essence is that found in the greetings of the many 

Epistles of Paul. Note the salutations in several of them: 

Romans 1:7: ñTo all who are in Rome, beloved of 

God, called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from 

God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.ò 
1 Corinthians 1:2-3: ñTo the church of God which is at 

Corinth... Grace to you and peace from God our Father 

and the Lord Jesus Christ.ò 

Do you see, brethren?  Paul's greeting was on behalf 

of "God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ," but NONE 

from the Holy Spirit.  If indeed the Holy Spirit is a PER-

SON. Paul, a man of training and education would not have 

accidentally left out a greeting from a so-called third mem-

ber of the Godhead if one so existed! See even MORE ex-

amples: 

2 Corinthians 1: 1-2: ñTo the church of God 

which is at Corinth... Grace to you and peace from God 

our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.ò 

Galatians 1:2-3: ñ...To the churches of Galatia... 

Grace to you and peace from God the Father and our 

Lord Jesus Christ.ò 

Ephesians 1:1-2: ñTo the saints who are in Ephe-

sus... Grace to you and peace from God our father and 

the Lord Jesus Christ.ò 

It is interesting to note that the ñdoctrine of the trin-

ityò was not made a major belief in the "church" until the 

Council of Nicea in 325 A.D.  By then, that "church" was a 

radically changed church, teaching principles far removed 

from what Jesus Christ taught when He walked the earth.  In 

fact, the TRUE Church of God was small and persecuted 

and not recognized by THIS church at all as being a church 

of God.   

If it was so clear to all that God was indeed a triune 

God- consisting of three equal persons- one might be led to  

ask why it took three centuries AFTER Christ as-

cended back to heaven BEFORE this was codified as church 

doctrine. 

We also see some interesting references to the Holy 

Spirit which seem to further bear out the fact that it is NOT a 

person.  In fact, several New Testament places refer to some-

thing called an "earnest" of the spirit.  

2 Corinthians 5:5: ñNow He that hath wrought us 

for the selfsame thing is God, who also hath given us the 

earnest of the spirit.ò 

2 Corinthians 1:22: ñWho hath sealed us, and 

given the earnest of the spirit in our hearts.ò 
Ephesians 1:13-14: ñIn whom ye also trusted, after 

that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salva-

tion: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed 

with that holy spirit of promise.ò 

I used the King James version here, but other transla-

tions use the term "guarantee" in place of "earnest." So what 

is meant by an earnest? As I write this article, my wife and I 

are in the process of buying a townhouse. At the beginning 

of negotiations we were required to put down $700 earnest 

money is used to show our seriousness, and to hold it while 

we were working out details.  If we had broken off negotia-

tions, or for any reason failed to follow through, we would 

have forfeited that earnest money. In other words, it is a non-

refundable down payment.  

The scriptures you just read above are referring to 

God's "seriousness" with His plan for us in that He gives us 

an "earnest" or "down payment" of the Holy Spirit UNTIL 

such time that we are born as spirit beings and fully become 

members of His glorious family.  Until that exciting time, 

this "down payment" of spirit will help us to mature spiritu-

ally, and allow us to grow in the grace and knowledge of our 

Glorious Savior. 

 2 Peter 3:18: ñbut grow in the grace and knowl-

edge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.ò 

But, brethren, is a down payment given of a PER-

SON or rather of an essence or a POWER? It seems clear to 

me it is the latter.  

Some people like to cite John 5:7 to prove there are 

three God beings in heaven. 

1 John 5:7: ñFor there are three that bear witness in 

heaven: the Father, the Word, and the holy Spirit; and 

these three are one.ò 

Nearly all modern translations agree that this verse 

was ADDED by the translators, and was not in the original 

texts.  And I well remember as a young preteen, long before I 

was in God's church, I used to read Billy Graham's "My An-

swer" column in the local newspaper.  Even he admitted that 

this scripture was added.  In fact, I well remember that he 

used the word "spurious," which means not genuine or au-

thentic.  That was when I first learned that word.  Of course 

Graham went on to defend the idea of a trinity, as that is 

what many Protestants believe.  But as I said he would not 

use 1 John 5:7 as proof.
