The prayer of a righteous 

man is powerful and effective.ò James 5:16 

ñThank You for Your Prayers!ò 

(Continued from Page 3) from everyone else so the 

servant had chosen not to use the talent that was given 

him.  

 Well, we can see by reading the rest of the 

parable that the Lord was very angry by the servants 

excuses and the servant was cast into outer darkness. 

This outer darkness represents death in the lake of fire 

after judgment.  

 I believe that Matthew 24:45-51 fits well with 

the parable and reinforces what it says. Please take 

time to look it up and read it.  

 Considering all that weôve read up to this 

point we should now have a better understanding of 

what the Lord requires of His servants, which would 

include you and I.  

 We are to be using any gifts that we have to 

advance the Gospel of Jesus, the Christ.  Some of you 

may already be saying, ñBut I donôt have any gifts.ò 

This is not true.  Everyone has been given the ability 

to do something, for example, the one greatest gift 

that we all possess is the gift of servitude.  We can all 

serve, whether it be by something as simple as volun-

teering to help wherever needed.  If you believe that 

you are too shy to speak to anyone, then there are 

other ways you can serve such as handing out infor-

mation that might help to grow the Church.  We can 

all find ways to serve our Lord.  Remember, the Word 

says,  ñBlessed is that servant, whom his lord when he 

cometh shall find so doing.ò   

 When the Lord returns, what will you say to 

Him?  Will He find you working and say, ñWell

 There are many such parables that Jesus spoke 

as warnings to you and I of what He expects us to be 

doing while He is away.   

 In the parable you just read, Jesus is describing 

Himself as being the traveler who gathered His ser-

vants together and told them to wait for the gift that 

was to come, and then He took His journey, ascending 

into Heaven where He now sits at the right hand of the 

Father.  Read Acts 1:8-9.  

 What He gave them was the Holy Spirit and 

gifts according to His choosing. We receive this same 

Holy Spirit along with the gifts God chooses for us. 

We do not necessarily all receive the same gifts. Read 

1 Corinthians 12:4-14.   

 Now these gifts or talents as He calls them 

were to be used to glorify God, to show the power of 

Jesusô name and to spread the Good News of the King-

dom of God. 

 The parable says that the Lord will return one 

day and there will be a reckoning between He and His 

servants.  He will gather His servants and He will look 

at what they did with the great gifts that they were 

given. 

 As with the servants He gave five talents and 

two talents, He found that they had doubled their origi-

nal talents.  He told them, ñWell done, good and faith-

ful servant; thou hast been faithful over a few things, I 

will make thee ruler over many things: enter now into 

the joy of the Lord.ò  

 But, one servant, receiving one talent, didnôt do 

as the others.  He buried or ñhidò the talent. But why?  

When he stood before the Lord he told the Lord that he 

believed that He was a hard taskmaster and that the 

servants did all the work while He received reward and 

so the servant wanted to make sure that he was able to 

give the Lord his talent back. He was making an ex-

cuse for not doing anything with the talent that the 

Lord had given him.  He was telling the Lord that the 

Lord could reap His harvest    (Continued on Page 2)

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Do Not Speak Evil of Leaders

      Over the years I've noticed a disturbing ten-

dency among many of our brethren toward being highly 

critical and even somewhat verbally abusive when 

speaking about our government leaders. I am fully 

aware of the questionable behavior of many leaders and 

I know sometimes it is difficult to curb our tongues 

when we see such poor examples. However, God Al-

mighty through his Word has much to say about our 

responsibility in such matters. In addressing our behav-

ior in general he says: 

      Colossians 4:5-6: ñWalk in wisdom toward 

those who are outside, redeeming the time. Let your 

speech always be with grace, seasoned with salt, that 

you may know how you ought to answer each one.ò 
      Further we are told in Romans 13:1-2; 5-7 ñLet 

every soul be subject to the governing authorities. 

For there is no authority except from God, and the 

authorities that exist are appointed by God.  There-

fore whoever resists the authority resists the author-

ity of God, and those who resist will bring judgment 

on themselves. Therefore you must be subject, not 

only because of wrath but also for conscience' sake. 

For because of this you also pay taxes, for they are 

God's ministers attending continually to this very 

thing. Render therefore to all their due: taxes to 

whom taxes are due, customs to whom customs, fear 

to whom fear, honor to whom honor.ò 
      Lest we be tempted to think, yes, but the Apos-

tle Paul, when he wrote this didn't know how corrupt 

OUR leaders could be, think again.  Bear in mind 

that these lines were written during the reign of the 

Caesar Nero, one of the most brutal ever, and 

also reputed to be insane.  We need always remember 

that we are to be a light and an example, and, unless we 

are "undercover" or "closet" Christians, much of the 

world will judge our MESSAGE by our personal ex-

ample.  Furthermore God is fully aware of the nature 

and behavior of our civil leaders. 

      Daniel 4:17: ñThis matter is by the decree of 

the watchers, and the demand by the word of the 

holy ones: to the intent that the living may 

know that the most High ruleth in the kingdom of 

men, and giveth it to whomsoever He will, and set-

teth up over it the basest of men.ò 

      This verse should be borne in mind when we as 

Christians may think that WE know better who should 

be in a position of rulership.  We should also remember 

that no human beings, apart from God, can properly  

govern a people. 

      Romans 3:23: ñFor all have sinned, and come 

short of the glory of God;ò 
      Proverbs 14:12: ñThere is a way which seemeth 

right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of 

death.ò 
      Brethren we're in way over our heads as a nation 

and a people and if that is not obvious to everyone, I be-

lieve it will become so very shortly.  In the meantime, 

what should be our attitude, according to God's Word 

toward our local and national governments?  

      1Timothy 2:1-3 ñI exhort therefore that, first 

of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giv-

ing of thanks, be made for all men; For kings, and 

for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet 

and peaceable life n all godliness and honesty. For 

this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our 

savior.ò 
      Brethren, prayer is a powerful tool in the arsenal 

of the Christian and that includes prayer for our leaders. 

And if we need to gain FAVOR with our leaders the 

same goes. 

      Proverbs 16:7: ñWhen a man's ways please the 

Lord, He makes even his enemies to be at peace with 

him. 
      James 5:16; ñ... the effectual fervent prayer of 

a righteous man avails much.ò 
      The Apostle Peter condemns those who thumb 

their noses at and speak ill of those in authority and he 

warns of the consequences of doing so: 

        2Peter 2:9-10: ñthen the Lord knows how to 

deliver the godly out of temptations and to reserve 

the unjust under punishment for the day of judg-

ment, And especially those who walk according to the 

flesh in the lust of uncleanness and despise authority. 

They are presumptuous, self-willed. They are not 

afraid to speak evil of dignitaries.ò (emphasis mine) 

      We are not going to "fix" the world's current sys-

tems of government.  We cannot do so for a very good 

reason.  At this time, Satan is behind ALL the world's 

systems.  

     1John 5:19: ñAnd we know that we are of God, 

and the whole world lieth in wickedness.ò 

        Ephesians 6:12: ñFor we do not wrestle against 

flesh and blood, but against principalities, against 

powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, 

against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly 

places.ò 
      Our Savior made it clear who it is that actually 

decides who will be in power and who won't.  If there
