Rejoice During Trials 
 

     Many of us at different times in our lives and in 

different ways have been faced with many difficult 

decisions, trials, and sufferings, both spiritually and in 

the flesh. 

     Quite often these difficulties seem to be more than 

we can handle.  What should we do when we are faced 

with difficult decisions, when trials and temptations 

are set before us, or when the sufferings become un-

bearable?  What do we do?   

     Some would say to run and hide from all of it.  

They would say, ñIf I donôt have to face it, then it isnôt 

a problem.ò  Are they correct? Does the problem 

really go away if they pretend it doesnôt exist, or if 

they just try to ignore it?  Of course not.  In fact, in 

most cases the problem continues to grow and grow 

and grow to a point  that when they do try to tackle it, 

that same problem overwhelms them. 

     Who can they get to help them?  Many people 

donôt know where to turn.  Many times they become 

so overwhelmed by their problems, and not knowing 

where to turn, they choose to end their own lives.  

Hopefully, we all know that this reaction is never an 

answer or solution to anything.   

     Have you ever tried to face difficulty on your own, 

thinking that you didnôt need Godôs help to get you 

out of it?  Sometimes you think, ñThis is such a small 

thing, why bother God with it.  Iôll save Him for the 

big problems.ò Or maybe you just felt to ashamed to 

ask.  I would be lying if I said that Iôd never tried to 

solve a problem or two on my own.  After several 

failed attempts, I finally turned them over to God and 

He helped me get through them.  You see He wants to 

help us along the way.  He wants to be part of our 

lives.  He wants us to turn to Him during our trials, our  

temptations, with all of our decisions, and through all of 

our sufferings.   

     Letôs take a look at what His Word says about han-

dling the trials we face in our lives.   

     1 Peter 4:19 ñWherefore let them that suffer ac-

cording to the will of God commit the keeping of 

their souls to him in well doing, as unto a faithful 

Creator.ò 

     As I said before, God wants us to commit our lives 

to Him, walk in His ways, and trust Him to watch over 

us.  He also tells us that trials and sufferings strengthen 

our faith by burning away self-reliance and promoting 

reliance on God. 

     1 Peter 5:10 ñBut the God of all grace, who hath 

called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after 

that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, 

stablish, strengthen, settle you.ò 

     He doesnôt tell us that we wonôt have sufferings, tri-

als, and temptations, but He does assure us that He will 

be there for us to help us through if we will put our trust 

in Him.  

     We need to remember that Christ went through all of 

this before us, 1 Peter 4:1 ñForasmuch then as Christ 

hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves like-

wise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in 

the flesh hath ceased from sin; That he no longer 

should live the rest of his time in the flesh to the lusts 

of men, but to the will of God.ò, and He is at the right 

hand of God interceding for each and every one of us as 

our High Priest. 

     Acts 7:56 ñAnd said, Behold, I see the heavens 

opened, and the Son of man standing on the right 

hand of God.  
     Many times we try to put the blame on everyone but 

ourselves, but most times we bring these problems on 

ourselves when we start chasing after our own lusts and 

desires.  We can read this in James 1:13-15 ñLet no 

man say when he is tempted,  I am tempted of God: 

for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither temp-

teth he any man:  But every man is tempted, when 

he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. Then 

when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and 

sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death.ò 

     We have to understand that Satan hates God and 

anything having to do with God, including His church, 

and he will attack us in any manner, and from any ave-

nue he can find, using friends, family, strangers and dif-

ferent circumstances to cause us to lose faith and to turn 

away from God.

Godôs Creation Around Us 

This time of year is a wonderful opportunity to get out and look for some of Godôs beautiful creations, 

whether it be wildlife, a sunset, a sunrise, or anything else that we might find outdoors. 

The other day I was driving down a gravel road on my way to town.  Quite often I take the back roads 

because I can drive slower and there is a lot less traffic, plus there is more that I might be able to see.  As I turned 

off of the highway and began my drive, I immediately came across a very large flock of migrating blackbirds.   

They were on the ground covering a length of approximately 100 yards long and around 50 feet wide.  I slowed 

to a stop, making sure that no other vehicles were coming and got my phone camera out.  I rested the camera on 

the dash and focused in on the birds gathered across the road.   I slowly crept forward and began snapping pic-

tures.  As I got within a few feet of them, the whole flock took off and began a rhythmic dance in mid-air.  It was 

a beautiful sight to watch as the birds formed a black ribbon in the sky and began to swirl through the air keeping 

in perfect sync with one another.  The dance lasted for about 5 minutes and ended with the birds all landing in a 

field off to the side of the road I was on.  I was hoping to share those photos with you, but they were lost as I 

tried transferring them from my phone to my computer.  Sorry! 

I remember a few years ago as we were driving back home from a Sabbath service, we came across an-

other black ribbon of migrating birds that was about 20 feet wide and stretched lengthwise over 8 miles.  We 

were amazed at how all of these birds could change direction in a split second without colliding with one another.  

It truly looked like a large black ribbon just blowing rhythmically in the wind.   

Now back to my original story.  After the birds landed in the field I travelled on down the road and saw 

several hawks as they sat perched atop of telephone poles and in trees.  Most were watching the ground below for 

any signs of prey that they could see that might provide them with a meal for the day. The hawks didnôt seem 

much interested in me as I passed by them.   

Further down the road, I noticed the sun was start-

ing to rise above the horizon and the way it reflected 

against the clouds was like an artistôs painting.  It was 

Godôs painting.  I stopped along the side of the road and 

took a couple of pictures of the sunrise through the trees.  I 

sat there for a few minutes and just admired the beauty of 

that morning and thanked God for His wonderful creation.  

There is always something to look at on this gravel road 

and sometimes it takes me a little longer to get where Iôm 

going, but itôs worth every minute of it.  

A couple of years ago I was driving down this same 

road when a large male bobcat walked out of the road in 

front of my truck and then stopped.  He looked me over for 

a moment and then headed down the middle of the road at a slow steady pace.  I followed along behind him.  Oc-

casionally he would stop, looking back over his shoulder, as if to see if I was still behind him.  I was amazed that 

he didnôt seem to be frightened of me.  After a few hundred feet, he left the road, crawled under a fence and 

headed across a field.  I sat there and watched him until he was out of sight, every second wishing that I would 

have had my camera with me.  These are the kinds of things you can see if you get off the well travelled path and 

take some back roads once in awhile.   (Continued on Page 7.) 
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If you canôt get off the beaten path, you can at least keep your eyes open as you travel about, whether 

walking, riding or driving and youôll see some amazing things in Godôs creation.   Take a drive through your local 

park, or drive around a lake.  There are many conservation areas that are open to the public, so utilize some of 

them.  And, whatever you do, try to have a camera, or at 

least some binoculars with you when you go out.   

We often admire the things that man has created, 

but the really beauty is in those things made by the hand 

of God.   

     I know that I have written to you before about me sit-

ting in my recliner and watching the birds or wildlife out 

in our own back yard every chance I can.  

 You donôt have to go far to see Godôs wonderful 

creation, but you do have to look.  See what kind of birds 

you might see in your own yard.    You might see a Blue 

Jay or any number of birds sitting in the trees or hopping around on the ground.  

 

 Many times Iôll just sit and watch our dog Lily as she rolls in the grass 

or as she patrols our property keeping the deer from getting to close to the 

house. 

     Actually, when she was just 

a pup, the fawns would come 

up in the yard and would get 

almost nose to nose with her.  

She would bark at them until 

momma (the doe) would inter-

vene and warn Lily that she 

was too close to her babies.  

When momma dear got in-

volved Lily would usually 

move to a safe position behind 

the birdbath.  

     The yearlings have grown, but they still donôt show much fear for the dog.  

Each year the doe has twins and she brings them down into the yard to visit the 

dog.   

 This year we had a real treat by getting to see over 30 young turkeys walking in the yard with their moth-

ers.  Each time we got to see them, as the months passed, they had grown in size and by this fall you could just 

barely tell the hens from their young.  These are the kind of beautiful and fascination creations you can see if you 

just look around, so take some time to get out and enjoy the outdoors when you can.  You will find it both refresh-

ing and satisfying.

When we face these trials, we need to rejoice, and be glad, remembering the example 

set by those servants of God who have gone before us.  Read Romans 5:3-5 ñAnd not only so, but we glory in tribulations 

also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience; And patience, experience; and experience, hope: And hope maketh 

not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.ò 

      Even though we may face many trials and temptations, we have a promise from God that we wonôt be tried beyond what 

we can endure, and He always gives us a way out.   

     1 Corinthians 10:13 ñThere hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who 

will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that 

ye may be able to bear it.ò 
     Keep in mind that the trials we face and overcome make us stronger and increase our faith and brings us closer and closer 

to the finish line and one step closer to the crown of glory that is waiting for all those who hold fast till the end.

     2 Corinthians 4:17-18 ñFor our light affliction, which is but for a moment, worketh for us a far more exceeding and 

eternal weight of glory; While we look not at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen: for the 

things which are seen are temporal; but the things which are not seen are eternal.ò 

     So from now until Jesus Christ returns, let us hold fast to the faith, and rejoice in our trials and tribulations knowing that 

our faith is getting stronger each time we overcome.  Remember to put your trust in God and know that He will help you 

through any problem you face.  If God is with us, who can be against us?
