Does God Only Work Through One Man? 

by Tom Shadoin 
  

      For many years in the Churches of God a doc-

trine has sometimes been taught that God only works 

through one man.  I well remember when this idea was 

taught- rather late in the game- in the WWCOG.  The 

problem with that teaching nowadays is that SEV-

ERAL organizations now claim that God is working 

through only one man, that man being their leader of 

course- so one is left with a dilemma.  Is this really the 

case and, if so, WHICH of these would- be gurus is the 

right one?  

      One such organization that I attended once, and 

only once years ago, told me that very thing.  That is, 

that God only worked through one man and that 

THEIR man was that one.  Further I was told that if I 

did not adhere to that AND agree not to read ANY 

other organization's literature, I could not attend.  I na-

ively asked, ñWhat if the other organizations 

also taught the SAME truth?ò  And what was the re-

ply?  You're probably way ahead of me on this one 

brethren.  The answer I got was, ñGod only works 

through one man!ò  So this meant that all of the 

other groupôs literature was forbidden.  

      Of course, what comes to my mind in regard to 

God supposedly only working through one man is how 

would they explain the TWO witnesses, the TWELVE 

apostles, Aaron and Moses, Paul and Silas, just to 

name a few.  As usual my personal opinion is 

only worth what you pay for it (and so is yours!) and 

so we must go to God's Word to find the answer to the 

question of whether or not God only works through 

one man.  In Mark 9 we read the following: 

  Mark 9:38-40: ñNow John answered Him, 

saying, Teacher we saw someone who does not fol-

low us casting out demons in Your name, and we 

forbade him because he does not follow us.  But Je-

sus said, Do not forbid him, for no one who works a 

miracle in My name can soon afterward speak evil 

of me.  For he who is not against us is on our side.ò 
      The phrase "apostolic authority" is thrown 

around a lot by those in God's Church to reinforce the 

idea that we need to follow this "one man" they allege 

God has chosen.  And in the WWCOG, during the 

time period I alluded to above, that leader proclaimed 

himself to be an apostle.   

To be sure Paul and others had much to say 

about "those who oversee the flockò and we do indeed 

need to respect those who labor (Continued on Page 7)
