  My family usually takes this time to begin 

searching through the cupboards and reading the food 

labels so that we can gather all of the items that have 

leavening in them into one area.  We try to plan our 

meals around these items to use them up so that we 

have as little waste as possible.  We choose to begin 

this task a few weeks before the actual Day of Prepara-

tion which will be on March 29th this year, when all 

leavening needs to be removed by sundown on this 

date.  We use the Day of Preparation to take another 

look around in order to see if we may have missed 

anything. 

 This Preparation day and the day before the 

Lordôs Supper/Passover service are both good days to 

prepare ourselves for Godôs Holy Days.  We need to 

take a long hard look at ourselves to see if there is any-

thing that would keep us from keeping these Holy 

Days in the way that they are meant for us to keep 

them.  Take time to pray and meditate on Godôs Word. 

Ask for God to search your heart and show you any-

thing you might need to correct or take care of before 

His Days begin.   

  Before the Israelites in the wilderness went be-

fore God they had to ceremonially wash their physical 

body and cloths before they presented their sacrifice at 

the altar.  When we come before God we need to make 

sure we are spiritually clean.  In other words we need 

to present ourselves as living sacrifices before Al-

mighty God.

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Beware of False Prophets 

  

     We are repeatedly warned in God's Word to beware of false prophets, especially in this end time. And 

that includes false ministers or false teachers of ANY kind. I don't want to digress but when the scriptures refer to 

the "end time," that includes a SPAN of time that BEGAN in the New Testament times and continues today. In a 

sermon given in this church on November 14, 2009, that issue is discussed in great depth and you may wish to 

request that it if you haven't heard it. As usual all our material offered is free and without obligation. 

      But I will just cite a couple of scriptures on that issue and then move on to the subject at hand: 

  

      1 John 2:18: ñLittle children, it is the last time: and as ye heard that antichrist shall come, even now 

there are many antichrists; whereby we know that it is the last time.ò 

  

      Hebrews 1:2: ñ[God] has in these last days spoken to us by His Son, Whom He appointed heir of all 

things...ò 

  

      To return to the subject at hand, when the Bible speaks of false "prophets," it is necessary to point out an 

exact definition of that word.  Although most may think of prophets as being those who foretell the FUTURE, 

Vine's Concise Dictionary of the bible points out that: 

  

      ñTo prophesyò is much more than the prediction of future events.  Indeed the first concern of the prophet 

is to speak God's word to the people of his own time, calling them to covenant faithfulness." 

  

      Prophesying has variously been described as "inspired speaking" or speaking God's message under the 

influence of the Holy Spirit.  God has no prophets at the current time who foretell the future.  That is not neces-

sary since He has given us His complete word and further warns us not to add to or take away from that word.  

  

      Deuteronomy 4:2: ñYou shall not add to the word which I command you, nor take from it, that you 

may keep the commandments of the Lord your God which I command you.ò 

  

      So in our end time, "prophetsò are teachers only and are expounding God's truth from His word.  We are 

warned NOT to give heed to any false teachers who do not adhere to the teachings that are in God's holy word. 

  

      Isaiah 8:20: ñTo the law and to the testimony! If they do not speak according to this word, it is be-

cause there is no light in them.ò 
  

      At the outset here we see perhaps the most important point of this whole article and that is whatever a 

false teacher purporting to speak on behalf of Jesus Christ has to say, it MUST conform to the word of God.  I 

should add, too, that in this article I am addressing only the greater Churches of God and not what we often refer 

to as the so-called "worldly" churches. Those churches have their own set of problems we will not now speak to.  

For decades the Church of God thought that the so-called apostasy, or falling away, was to come from the 

worldly churches.  It was only later realized that one does not fall away from already existing ERROR but from 

TRUTH. 

 

      2 Thessalonians 2:3: ñLet no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the 

falling away comes first, and the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition,ò 

  

      1 John 2:19: ñThey went out from us, but they were not of us; for if they had been of us they would 

no doubt have continued with us: but they went out, that they might be made manifest that they were not 

all of us.ò 

  

      But also we must not only be concerned with those who fell away from the     (Continued on next Page)  
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truth and LEFT, but those who stay and either teach 

false doctrine or water down the truth of God.  

  

      1 John 4:1: ñBeloved, do not believe every 

spirit, but test the spirits, whether they are of God; 

because many false prophets have gone out into the 

world.ò 

  

      And HOW do we test these teachers, and by 

what spirit they're led?  The Apostle Paul tells us how 

by pointing out and praising the example of the Bere-

ans: 

  

      Acts 17:10-11: ñThen the brethren immedi-

ately sent Paul and Silas away by night to Berea. 

When they arrived, they went into the synagogue of 

the Jews.  These were more fair-minded than those 

in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with 

all readiness, and searched the scriptures daily to 

find out whether these things were so.ò 

  

      We are to do likewise brethren.  We are to dig 

into the Word of God, not only during sermons and Bi-

ble studies, but on a daily basis to ensure we are not 

being deceived by what we hear, but also in order to 

grow in our daily walk with Jesus Christ. 

  

      One of the ways false teachers deceive is by 

what I call "sanitizing' the truth of God.  I have at-

tended several different Churches of God in the past 

several years and find many to have "blind spots" they 

do not like to preach on.  Perhaps it is because of the 

subjects' sensitive nature, and/or for fear of offending 

certain members of their flock.  But the Apostle Paul 

never wimped out in such a manner: 

  

      Acts 20:27: ñFor I have not shunned to de-

clare to you the whole counsel of God.ò 

  

      John 12:43: ñ...for they loved the praise of 

men more than the praise of God.ò 

  

      Brethren, Jesus Christ is to be CENTRAL in all 

aspects of our lives and any alleged teacher of God 

must make that clear from the outset. 

  

      Proverbs 3:6: ñIn all your ways acknowledge 

Him, and He shall direct your paths.ò 
  

      We are not to pick and choose what we wish to 

believe in God's word and what we will obey.  Only by 

obeying God can we be assured of Him allowing us to 

have His Spirit.  Those who do not teach so are given a 

stern warning by Almighty God. 

  

      Acts 5:32: ñAnd we are His witnesses to these 

things, and so also is the holy spirit, [which] God has 

given to those who obey Him.ò 
  

      Matthew 5:19: ñWhoever therefore breaks one 

of the least of these commandments, and teaches men 

so, shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but 

whoever does and teaches them, he shall be called 

great in the kingdom of heaven.ò 

  

      James 2:10: ñFor whoever shall keep the whole 

law, and yet stumble in one point, he is guilty of all.ò 
  

      Brethren, I earnestly believe and pray that the 

time of our Savior's return is close, and if so, we know 

our adversary, Satan the devil, is more intent than ever 

in devouring those of us who are asleep at the spiritual 

switch.  

  

     1Peter 5:8: ñBe sober, be vigilant; because 

your adversary the devil walks about like a roaring 

lion, seeking whom he may devour.ò

 They continue with their home Bible studies 

and to train and send more workers into the fields.  

Jesus said in John 4:35 

ñSay not ye, There are yet four months, and then 

cometh harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up 

your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white 

already to harvest.ò  

 He also said in Matthew 9:36-38 ñBut when he 

saw the multitudes, he was moved with compassion 

on them, because they fainted, and were scattered 

abroad, as sheep having no shepherd.ò Then saith 

he unto his disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, 

but the labourers are few; Pray ye therefore the 

Lord of the harvest, that he will send forth labour-

ers into his harvest.ò 

 There is a great harvest, but as our Master said 

there are not enough laborers in the field.

 Matthew 5:23-24 ñTherefore if thou bring thy gift to the altar, and there rememberest that thy 

brother hath ought against thee; Leave there thy gift before the altar, and go thy way; first be reconciled to 

thy brother, and then come and offer thy gift.ò 
 

 I have seen things like this cause great troubles during the Holy Days, so this is why I say to take time, if 

you are troubled by anything, to get it worked out and get rid of it.  If you need help in learning how to get rid of 

the baggage, then contact your local minister and schedule some counseling time with them, whether it be by 

phone or in person.  You do not have to work through it alone.   

 As His Word says we are all presenting ourselves before God as a living sacrifice, an offering and we need 

to offer ourselves without blemish.  We can do this because of the sacrifice that Jesus made for us.  We can con-

fess & repent of our sins before God and because of that sacrifice we will be forgiven.  This is the only way that 

we can be without spiritual blemish.      
 

 1 Corinthians 11:27-30 ñWherefore whosoever shall eat this bread, and drink this cup of the Lord, 

unworthily, shall be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. But let a man examine himself, and so let him 

eat of that bread, and drink of that cup. For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh 

damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. For this cause many are weak and sickly among you,
