 In next monthôs issue we will be changing the for-

mat for this page.  Due to the fact that we are not updated 

on many of the requests we receive, it has come to our at-

tention that many times we have been praying for requests 

that have already been answered and this should not be 

happening. 

 A bold prayer of belief and the belief for the re-

ceiving of an answer are both acts of faith and are in line 

with the Word of God.   

 After prayer and discussion on this matter, we 

have chosen to follow Godôs Word and what it says in 

James 5:14-15 ñIs any sick among you? let him call for 

the elders of the church; and let them pray over him, 

anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: And the 

prayer of faith shall save the sick, and the Lord shall 

raise him up; and if he have committed sins, they shall 

be forgiven him.ò   
 There are many other verses that can be quoted for 

proof on this matter and we will gladly share them with 

anyone who asks.    

 We realize that with many of us being scattered, it 

is not always physically possible to get to a minister. When 

anyone has a prayer request, they need to contact a minis-

ter and share the request with them.  If it is possible, that 

minister will then set up a phone conference with other 

ministers and the person being prayed for and they will all 

agree together for the prayer request.  If it is not possible to 

contact the person being prayed for then as many as can 

will join together to pray for that person.  

 After prayer has been made, we will believe to-

gether that the prayer has been answered and we will post 

the names showing that prayers have already been made 

for those requests.  

 Any prays from that point on should be in giving 

thanks and praises to God for hearing the prayers of His 

servants and for answering them.  

 Prayers clothôs that have been prayed over and 

anointed with oil can also be sent to a person upon their 

request.  

 I have had many ask, ñWhy isnôt my prayer being 

answered?ò  That is a good question. 

 Why are some prayers not answered?  That is a 

question that has many possible answers. 

 I will list some scriptures that might give us the 

answers we are searching for.     

1 John 2:4-6 ñHe that saith, I know him, and keepeth 

not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in 

him.  But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the 

love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in 

him. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also  

so to walk, even as he walked.ò   
1 John 3:22-24 ñAnd whatsoever we ask, we receive of 

him, because we keep his commandments, and do 

those things that are pleasing in his sight. And this is 

his commandment, That we should believe on the 

name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as 

he gave us commandment. And he that keepeth his 

commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And 

hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit 

which he hath given us.ò 

Mark 11:24-26 ñTherefore I say unto you, What things 

soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye receive 

them, and ye shall have them. And when ye stand 

praying, forgive, if ye have ought against any: that 

your Father also which is in heaven may forgive you 

your trespasses. But if ye do not forgive, neither will 

your Father which is in heaven forgive your tres-

passes.ò 
 Paul asked for prayer, but didnôt receive it, for the 

thorn in his side, which is believed to be a problem with 

his eyes that was causing him to lose his site.  How did 

God answer him? People were beginning to look at Paul 

as if he was something more than just a man.  

2 Corinthians 12:6-9 ñFor though I would desire to 

glory, I shall not be a fool; for I will say the truth: but 

now I forbear, lest any man should think of me above 

that which he seeth me to be, or that he heareth of me. 

And lest I should be exalted above measure through 

the abundance of the revelations, there was given to 

me a thorn in the flesh, the messenger of Satan to buf-

fet me, lest I should be exalted above measure. For this 

thing I besought the Lord thrice, that it might depart 

from me. And he said unto me, My grace is sufficient 

for thee: for my strength is made perfect in weakness. 

Most gladly therefore will I rather glory in my infirmi-

ties, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.ò 

 Paul prayed to God three times about it, but ac-

cepted the answer that he received, because he understood 

why God gave him the answer that He did.  Paul didnôt 

want anyone worshipping him or thinking of him as being 

more than the humble servant of God that he was.  

 When you or I ask for healing, we need to con-

tinue believing and claiming it until we are either healed, 

or until we receive an answer to our prayer.  Often healing 

may require some act on the part of that person, for exam-

ple, ñRise up and walk,ò or ñGo wash!ò  In other words, if 

a person desires to walk, they first have to stand up.   

In regards to those outside of Godôs Church, our prayers 

for them may not happen, or they may lose the healing 

they have received.  This is because they may not have the 

faith to receive or to     (Continued on Last Page.)

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Are We Conservatives?

      A lot of God's people I've known over the years seem to identify with being considered "conservatives." 

But by today's popular meaning of the word, are we really? Usually the word in this country is identified with 

only one political party rather than the other.  And at the time this article is being written, the conservative party 

is NOT currently in power in Washington. 

      At the time of the writing of this article what may wind up being a landmark case has arisen in California. 

Without going into much detail, that case involves so-called "gay" marriage rights.  To everyone's surprise, a 

noted "conservative" lawyer is taking the side of the "gay rights" advocates.  That well known attorney has cham-

pioned MANY conservative causes in the past.  His reasoning for taking the gay rights side is that he thinks that 

HIS understanding of the U.S. Constitution REQUIRES him to do that.  Apparently that is his only consideration 

in reaching that decision.  

      In this article I'm not going to dwell much on the right or wrong of homosexuality.  Suffice it to say that 

God's Word EMPHATICALLY condemns it.  While I could cite many scriptures to prove that fact, that is be-

yond the scope of the subject at hand.  I will also digress to say that it seems to me that many of the Churches of 

God have been rather silent on this subject lately as the "heat" gets put on those who agree with God and speak 

out on this issue.  The members of those groups might be led to wonder whether their leaders are going to step up 

to the plate on this issue, as doing so becomes more and more unpopular. 

      But, back to the subject at hand, the "conservative" lawyer I mentioned above seems to have blended his 

beliefs as an American with his stated "Christian" beliefs too.  But clearly his feeling of duty to the U.S. Consti-

tution has overridden what the Bible's clear teaching is on this subject.  I have also seen this to have been occur-

ring in some of the Churches of God over the past several years.  What does God's Word have to say about this 

sort of manufactured "Christianity"?  First of all, we are clearly told not to be too involved with this world and its 

systems and that includes its politics. 

      1 Corinthians 7: 31: ñ...For the form of this world is passing away.ò 

      1 John 2:17: ñAnd the world is passing away, and the lust of it;ò 

      Brethren I love my country too.  But if, as many of our brethren seem to believe, God ONLY smiles upon 

this nation, where then does that leave our many brethren in other countries throughout the world?  For example 

we have some wonderful devout brethren in the Philippines.  Are they to do the same thing and blend THEIR be-

liefs with THEIR form of government and to call the hybrid concoction they end up with "Christianity" and what 

about those brethren in nations with very little freedom or with dictatorships?  Our God tells us clearly that He 

now gives ALL humanity that he calls a chance to come into His truth.  And that has nothing to do with the form 

of government their country has. 

     Galatians 3:28: ñThere is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male 

nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus.ò 
      We also know that even though God DID bless this country and the other Israelite nations (generally 

the English speaking nations and much of western Europe) and did call us for a specific purpose, we have NOT 

as a people been meeting that responsibility.  BUT, as I said, now ALL peoples can become SPIRITUAL Israel-

ites and share in the blessings and promises of Christ. 

      Romans 2:28-29: ñFor he is not a Jew who is one outwardly, nor is circumcision that which is out-

ward in the flesh; but he is a Jew who is one inwardly ; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, 

not in the letter; whose praise is not from men but from God.ò 
     And by the way it is THAT "circumcision of the heart" that makes one a called out Christian and not sim-

ply promoting certain "conservative" views or "family values."  Being a follower of Jesus Christ is much more 

than that.  What about family values?  A few months ago a "conservative" southern governor who also suppos-

edly championed family values disappeared for a few days mysteriously.  After claiming to have taken a hike 

down the Appalachian trail, it was finally learned that he'd gone to visit a mistress in Argentina. 

   Brethren it seems to me in this sad case, too, that this misguided man who, by the way, belonged to the 

"right' political party, further missed the boat when he and the pundits discussed how this would affect his 

"political" future.    His wife seemed to give the right answer  when she said she didnôt   (Continued on Page 7) 
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(Continued from Page 6) know or care about THAT, 

but about how all this would affect their two children.  

She perhaps more clearly understood real fam-

ily values! 

     I give these examples only to show that it is a 

change of HEART that makes us a follower of Christ 

and teaches us the REAL values, not what we see and 

hear from the politicians and "conservative" commenta-

tors.  And Jesus tells us that that is not a change that 

WE initiate. 

     John 6:44: ñNo one can come to Me unless the 

Father who sent me draws him;and I will raise him 

up at the last day.ò      
      Since, as we read above, we know that this 

world's current systems are "passing away," how 

should we live our lives and place in order our priori-

ties?  The apostle Peter answered that question two cen-

turies ago: 

      2 Peter 3: 10-13:  ñBut the day of the Lord 

will come as a thief in the night, in which the heav-

ens will pass away with a great noise, and the ele-

ments will melt with fervent heat; both the earth 

and the works that are in it will be burned up. See-

ing then that all these things shall be dissolved, what 

manner of persons ought ye to be in all holy conver-

sation and godliness, Looking for and hasting unto 

the coming of the day of God, wherein the heavens 

being on fire shall be dissolved, and the elements 

shall melt with fervent heat?  Nevertheless we, ac-

cording to his promise, look for new heavens and a 

new earth, wherein dwells righteousness.ò 

 When our Savior was facing trial and His life 

hung in the balance, what did He say to Pilate when 

asked if He were a king? 

      John 18:36 ñMy kingdom is not of this world: 

if my kingdom were of this world, then would my 

servants fight, that I should not be delivered to the 

Jews: but now is my kingdom not from hence.ò 

       The word "world" in this passage could 

better be rendered "age" or period of time. Indeed as we 

have seen, Jesus WILL bring in a better world, new 

heavens and a new earth. While many of our brethren 

may feel better with some of the things promoted and 

said by "conservative" leaders and commentators, as we 

have seen, they are subject to the same sins and short-

comings of ALL men. 

      Romans 3:23: ñ...for all have sinned and come 

short of the glory of God.ò 

 I am concerned, too, brethren, by those who 

seem to enjoy listen to the conservative radio and T.V. 

commentators who seem to take joy in belittling and  

bashing national leaders.  Clearly there are certain things 

to be disturbed about, but we are warned not to partici-

pate in or waste out time in listening to such things.  

      Jude 1:8: ñLikewise also these dreamers defile 

the flesh, reject authority, and speak evil of dignitar-

ies.ò 
      1 Peter 2:17: ñHonor all people, Love the 

brotherhood. Fear God. Honor the king.ò 
     1 Corinthians 15:33: ñDo not be fooled by those 

who say such things, for "bad company corrupts 

good character." 

      Brethren I believe our time is growing short and 

the return of our Savior draws near.  But whether that is 

the case or not we need to redeem the time, to quit wor-

rying about and wasting time with a system that God has 

decreed is "passing away," and we further need to be 

about our Heavenly Father's business.  

      Ephesians 5:15-16: ñSee that you walk circum-

spectly, not as fools, but as wise, redeeming the time, 

because the days are evil.ò 
      One last thing on this subject is that I've heard 

repeatedly that, even if we  can't stop what's going on in 

this country, we need to do what we can to "slow down" the 

collapse by trying to get the "right" leaders (conservative of 

course) into power and then supporting them.  With respect, 

brethren, that's a bit demeaning to our Savior and His 

mighty power.  I see nowhere in scripture that he needs our 

help to change a situation, nor do I find anything that He can't 

handle.  Also we all need to pray that He will come SOON 

and not wish that in any way His glorious coming be delayed! 

     Matthew 6:10: ñYour Kingdom come. Your will be 

done.  On earth as it is in heaven.ò 
      So, in short, brethren, to answer the question posed in 

this article, are we conservatives?  I believe the correct an-

swer is that we are CHRISTIANS.   Our true citizenship is 

now being held in Heaven for us and we are, as the Word tells 

us, ambassadors for a greater lasting Kingdom to come. 

      Philippians 3:20: ñFor our citizenship is in heaven, 

from which we also eagerly wait for the Savior, the Lord 

Jesus Christ,ò 
      2 Corinthians 5:20: ñNow then, we are ambassa-

dors for Christ, as though God were pleading through us; 

we implore you on Christ's behalf, be reconciled to God.ò

We can have all of the faith possible, but if the 
one we are praying for does not, then it can at times hinder the prayer.  Matthew 13:15 ñFor this people's heart is waxed 

gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed; lest at any time they should see with their 

eyes, and hear with their ears, and should understand with their heart, and should be converted, and I should heal 

them.ò 
  Our prayers should never be made for fleshly lusts or desires, unless those lusts and desires fall in line with Godôs 

Will.  1 Corinthians 14:1 ñFollow after charity, and desire spiritual gifts, but rather that ye may prophesy.ò   

For example, a person might pray for a new sports car, when God wants them to have a nice affordable 4-door so that they 

can haul people to Sabbath services.  Or, they might ask for God to get them out of debt, when instead He may be wanting 

them to pray that He would help them find a job, or get a better job.  Many people ask for God to help them fall into a large 

sum of money, when they have shown that they canôt handle the money they have now. Proverbs 3:13-14 ñHappy is the 

man that findeth wisdom, and the man that getteth understanding. For the merchandise of it is better than the mer-

chandise of silver, and the gain thereof than fine gold.ò 

 Often prayers are not answered for us because our stubborn pride gets in the way.  Some may not be answered be-

cause of something we are doing that is not good for us.  Again, we need to pray and ask God to show us if something is hin-

dering our prayers for ourselves or for another.  We have to Believe, Believe, Believe, and hold fast to that faith. Donôt let 

anyone steal away your belief or your hope. Psalm 37:3-5 ñTrust in the Lord, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the 

land, and verily thou shalt be fed. Delight thyself also in the Lord; and he shall give thee the desires of thine heart. 

Commit thy way unto the Lord; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to pass.ò  END
