Wake Up Call
by Tom Shadoin

It seems to me, as I hear of what's going on in the scattered Churches of God, that a deep apathy, almost a
slumber is widespread among many of God's people. I find this dumbfounding as we seem to see the signs and
symptoms of COLLAPSE- economic and otherwise- all around us. Long time members of God's Church know
that the scriptures show that such conditions will precede the coming of our Glorious Savior, Jesus Christ.

It is beyond the scope of this article to delve into the scriptures to show those signs and symptoms, but
suffice it to say that things will get very dark indeed.

2 Timothy 3:1: “But know this, that in the last days perilous times will come:”
Matthew 24:21-22: “For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the begin-

ning of the world until this time, no, nor ever shall be. And unless those days were shortened, no flesh will
be saved; but for the elect's sake, those days will be shortened.”

The focus of this article will be on the SPIRITUAL condition of God's church as we see the PHYSICAL
conditions around us deteriorate. And why focus on the spiritual? Because, indeed all we will carry out of this
world is the SPIRITUAL growth, or lack of it, that we accomplished during our time in this life. As Job put it:

Job 1:21: “Naked I came from my mother's womb, and naked shall I return there. The Lord gave,
and the Lord has taken away. Blessed be the name of the Lord.”

How ironic, in my estimation, that as we see the day drawing near, many of our people- God's people- are
farther away from God than ever before. As I said, a fatigue, a slumber, has set in. We are warned against this by
the apostle Paul:

2 Thessalonians 3:13: “But as for you, brethren, do not grow weary in doing good.”

In the book of Daniel, a SCATTERING (or shattering) of God's people is foretold:

Daniel 12:7: “... and when the power of the holy people has been completely shattered, all these
things shall be finished.”

Later in the New Testament we read of a great falling away or apostasy of God's church:

2 Thessalonians 2:3: “Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the
falling away comes first...”

Brethren, I believe that falling away has occurred and is still occurring today. This is a falling away from
the Truth of God and that should be a warning to all us to NOT let that happen to us. We are warned not to
QUENCH God's spirit.

1 Thessalonians 3:19: “Do not quench the Spirit.”

We risk doing so by neglecting Bible study, prayer, fasting, and meeting with God's people. We are told
to ENDURE to the end. This life, this Christian walk is NOT meant to be a cakewalk!

Matthew 10:22: “...But he who endures to the end will be saved.” (Continued on Page 7.)




(Wake Up Call, Continued from Page 6) We are ex-
horted to awaken from the slumber that is so wide-
spread:

Ephesians 14:17: “Therefore He says: Awake
you who sleep, arise from the dead, and Christ will
give you light.”

Romans 13:11: “And do this, knowing the
time that now it is high time to awake out of sleep;
for now our salvation is nearer then when we first
believed.”

Paul goes on in the next verses in Romans
by getting SPECIFIC as to what to do in order TO
awaken:

Romans 13:12-14: “The night is far spent, the
day is at hand. Therefore let us cast off the works of
darkness, and let us put on the armor of light. Let
us walk properly, as in the day, not in revelry and
drunkenness, not in lewdness and lust, not in strife
and envy. But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and
make no provision for the flesh, to fulfill its lusts.”

Our time, our thoughts, our very BEING is to be
wrapped up in God's word and worship of Him.

Ephesians 5:18-21: “And do not be drunk
with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with
the Spirit, speaking to one another in psalms and
hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making mel-
ody in your heart to the Lord, giving thanks always
for all things to God the Father in the name of our
Lord Jesus Christ, submitting to one another in the
fear of the Lord.”

Prayer and a constant prayerful attitude are im-
portant keys:

1 Thessalonians 5:17: “pray without ceasing,”

Unlike those in the world, our God is always
there to hear us when we speak to Him:

Psalm 121:4: “Behold He who keeps Israel
shall neither sleep nor slumber.”

In Matthew 25 beginning in verse 1, we find a
prophetic story of ten virgins waiting for a bridegroom,
as told by Jesus Christ:

Matthew 25:1-4: “Then the kingdom of
heaven shall be likened to ten virgins who took their
lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom. Now
five of them were wise, and five were foolish. Those
who were foolish took their lamps and took no oil

with them, but the wise took oil in their ves-
sels with their lamps.”

It’s generally understood that the bridegroom in
this parable is Jesus and the ten virgins represent the
church. The oil spoken of here, as in other places of the
bible, represents God's Spirit. But look at what hap-
pened next:

In verse 5: “But while the bridegroom was de-
layed, they all slumbered and slept.”

In an excellent sermon, some time back in this
church, it was pointed out that this translation included
the meaning that they "nodded" as well as slept. Notice
also this verse says that they ALL, to some degree, were
affected. This, it seems to me brethren, is describing the
current condition of the greater Church of God. Some
are asleep, some are nodding, but to some extent per-
haps ALL are affected by what's going on around us in
this sin sick world.

Let's go on with Matthew 25: “And at midnight
a cry was heard: Behold the bridegroom is coming;
go out to meet Him! Then all the virgins arose and
trimmed their lamps. And the foolish said to the wise,
Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are going out.
But the wise answered, saying, No, lest there should
not be enough for us and you; but go rather to those
who sell, and buy for yourselves.”

We see here that some were apparently ready but
the others were, as the saying goes, caught flat footed!
Apparently they thought they could "ride in' to God's
kingdom on the readiness of the others. But does that
work?

Matthew 25, verses 10-13: “And while they
went to buy, the bridegroom came, and those who
were ready went in with Him to the wedding; and the
door was shut. Afterward the other virgins came
also, saying, Lord, Lord, open to us! But He an-
swered and said, Assuredly I say to you, I do not
know you. Watch, therefore, for you know neither
the day nor the hour in which the Son of man is com-
ing.”

These are sobering words and they are a warning
for our time. They are for all of us to heed. We still have
time to awaken brethren. We still have time to prepare.
But, I believe that time is running out. END
