If 

you are, I completely understand what youôre going 

through. 

 One of the hardest times for Teresa and I is 

when we return from celebrating one of Godôs 

Feasts.  The thought of leaving the wonderful feel-

ings we get from being around all of our brethren 

and returning back to the world is not something we 

look forward to.   

 Itôs similar to what many of us feel, when we 

return to work after rejoicing in Godôs weekly Sab-

bath, except that it is magnified during the Feast of 

Tabernacles.

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Who Made God?  
by Tom Shadoin  

 

 

 

      No brethren, I haven't "lost it" or gone off into her-

esy. This was the title of an article in the church back in the 

1960's.  I vaguely remember it and their point was that this 

might be the kind of question a child would ask in his or her 

innocence.  But, it might also be something an adult would 

ponder.  In the pages of God's Word we learn all about Him, 

but wrapping our minds around the concept of an ETER-

NAL  God- ever existing, everlasting- is indeed an awesome 

concept to try to understand. 

      So many men in their arrogance so often dismiss the 

idea of an ever existing God, since they, in their assumed 

towering intellect, feel they cannot even CONCEIVE  of 

such a being.  But, man deals with many ideas and concepts 

on a DAILY basis of which he only has a vague understand-

ing.  While he may ridicule the idea of FAITH in an eternal 

God, he does not hesitate to have a blind faith in many other 

concepts of which he also knows so little.  Let me illustrate. 

     Years ago I enrolled in the local vocational-technical 

school to take a course in electronics so that I could learn to 

repair certain home electronic products.  Imagine my sur-

prise, in the first few pages of the textbook, when I read that 

according to the author, we really don't KNOW  what elec-

tricity is or how it works!  There followed a discussion of 

several THEORIES  as to how it is THOUGHT  electricity 

actually functions, but the point is that we really don't know.  

Yet, we do not REJECT the idea of electricity or its use just 

because we don't know exactly what it is or how it works.  

Instead we exercise FAITH  every time we flip a light 

switch, faith that the light switch will make the light come 

on! 

      Nuclear power is another example. Nuclear plants 

generate a huge amount of power. In fact we have one south 

of me in Burlington, Kansas, that supplies electricity to 

homes and businesses.  Nuclear power also supplies the 

needs for huge nuclear powered submarines and aircraft car-

riers.  Yet, we have not SEEN- any of us- the atoms or their 

neutrons, protons, or electrons that produce this process.  

None of us though doubts that nuclear power or the compo-

nents that produces it exists.  

      Almighty God tells us in His Word that proof of HIS 

existence is all around us in His creation.     

     Romans 1:20: ñFor since the creation of the world His 

invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by 

the things that are made, even His eternal power and 

Godhead, so that they are without excuse:ò  

      Man has in his nature a BIAS against God that he is 

not even aware of. 

      Romans 8:7: ñBecause the carnal mind is enmity 

against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor 

indeed can be.ò 

 The word ñcarnal,ò used here, is not a dirty word 

brethren.  It might more properly be translated "natural," or  

"fleshly." Years ago I remember seeing a cartoon in which 

two ants were on an anthill talking to each other.  In the back-

ground at some distance is another anthill from which the one 

ant has travelled. 

     "I tell you,ò says the one ant, "I spent all day travel-

ling from my anthill to yours, and I didn't see a single human. 

I don't think they exist!" 

      Such is man's attitude with his space probes and Hub-

ble telescopes and his vaunted logic. He sees, he thinks, no 

evidence of God so he thinks God must not exist.  Yet man in 

the great scheme of the universe- God's universe- is like the 

tiny ant who thinks he has done great exploration when in 

fact neither the ant NOR man has scratched the surface of 

what's out there! 

      As to how God could not only exist, or indeed could 

have ALWAYS existed, does not seem to have occurred to 

man. Is it possible, that just MAYBE, in his current state man 

is not CAPABLE of understanding some things- like Eternity 

past and eternity future. 

     1Corinthians 13:12: ñFor now we see through a glass, 

darkly; but then face to face: now I know in part; but 

then shall I know even as also I am known.ò 
      Consider for a moment our canine friends, man's best 

friend, the dog.  Certain of its senses, like the sense of smell 

and hearing are much more acute than man's.  We've all seen 

the misery that plagues dogs when a loud siren goes off near 

them.  The human ear and sense of smell compared to the dog 

is not as sensitive.  In fact, it seems to be nowhere near so.  

Can we not also surmise that our mental capacities, our intel-

lect, etc., are LIMITED  by God just as He limited our hear-

ing and sense of smell when compared to dogs?  

      We simply cannot in our present state grasp the con-

cept of eternity or of an eternal ever-existing God. So we're 

back to our question this article began with ñWho made 

God?ò or put another way, where did He come from?  

     His Word tells us He has always existed.  We are also 

told that we, as His creation, cannot begin to compare to Him. 

       Isaiah 55:9: ñFor as the heavens are higher than 

the earth, so are My ways higher than your ways, and My 

thoughts than your thoughts.ò 

      We will at a future time be able to understand the 

concept of an all powerful, almighty, ever-existing Creator.  

But, more importantly, we, who at one time did not exist, will 

be given the privilege of living and reigning forever with Al-

mighty God!  Until that time we will have to live with the 

limitations our Creator has put upon us.  But we can also look 

forward to the time when that- and our understanding- will 

change. 

      Revelation 5:9-10: ñAnd they sang a new song say-

ing, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the 

seals thereof: for Thou wast slain, and hast redeemed us 

to God by Thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, 

and people, and nation; and hast made us unto our God 

kings and priests: and we shall reign on the earth.ò END
